Tips for those who have never used a typewriter--or have not in a long time!

1. Type slowly!  

There is no need to rush.  Old typewriters can get jammed if you try to type too quickly.

2. Use the carriage return!
Press the silver lever all the way to the right to advance to the next line.  The typewriter is set up for single-spaced typing.
3. Press hard!
Strike each key one at a time and apply pressure.  The harder you strike each key, the darker the letter will appear.

4. Start a new page!
If you get to the end of the page, please put the finished page in the box labeled “Guestbook,” and add a new page from the box labeled “Blank.”

5. Name, please!
Please include your name & address with your message.  We want to know who to thank.
